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Multilingual Timespan Expressions 

• Timespans are often 
expressed textually 

• fuzzy, may be less committed 
than absolute dates 

• comparison and 
interoperability of records is 
difficult, even where numbers

Multilingual Timespan Expressions 

• Consistency of punctuation, 
grammar, whitespace etc.  

• Prefixes: early / mid / late / 
around / approx. / circa / after 
etc. - what do they mean? 

• Suffixes: AD / BC / CE / BCE / BP 
(and multilingual equivalents) 
– BP relative to 1950  

• Complexity and variety of 
expressions:  
– maybe(prefix), year/year span, 

maybe tolerance, maybe(suffix) 
– Named periods / ordinal named 

or numbered centuries / rulers 

Other associated issues 
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• Open source console application (on GitHub) 
– https://github.com/cbinding/timespans 

• Using regular expression matches and lookups 
• Small modular expressions are used to build more complex expressions 

• Language specific regular expression patterns for multilingual matching 

• Named period lookups on authority resources (e.g. heritage-standards 
periods list)

 One strand - extracted list of Italian 
timespans from free text documents 

 Results were used for testing the 
application – see example results extract  
opposite 

 Needs additional test data for 
English - and other languages  
 Dutch, French, Spanish, Italian, 

German, Swedish and Welsh 
supported – but to varying degrees 
due to lack of test data 
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 Periodization 
 Subdivision of time into discrete 

named blocks representing 
periods 

 Utilises knowledge of past events 
(periods delimited by events) 

 Produces an extensible 
framework providing relative 
context for other events 

 Chronology 
 The science of locating historical 

periods and events relative to 
each other. 

  Accurate dates may be unknown, 
but can arrange periods in 
relative chronological order 

 Can be graphically illustrated 
using a timeline
